1 This agreement is made between Waterford Youth Committee (City of Waterford VEC) and the above named youth organisation.  The grant in aid is in respect of the agreed application made to Waterford Youth Committee (CWVEC) and must be expended in that regard in line with the terms and conditions set out below.  Any change of use or re-direction of funding is not permitted without the prior agreement of the Youth Officer of the VEC.
2 This grant aid does not imply commitment on the part of the VEC to any future funding to the youth organisation for this or any other proposal.

3 Appropriate accounting procedures will be implemented by the youth organisation, with access afforded to the Youth Officer to audited statements, receipted expenditure, bank account or such like records as may be required to authenticate use of funding.

4 The youth organisation will supply the WYC offices with its tax reference number or charitable status number, together with a current tax clearance certificate. 

5 Monitoring and evaluation procedures will be set out by WYC (CWVEC).  These procedures must be adhered to by the youth organisation. Progress reports, with statements of income and expenditure, will be provided as required by WYC (CWVEC).

6 The audited statement of account will be provided to WYC (CWVEC) by a date given by the Department of Children and Youth Affairs.
7 The youth organisation is to acquire adequate public liability insurance and agree a minimum indemnification of any one accident of €7,000,000 to Waterford City VEC against any action for damages suffered by third parties as a result of any negotiations relating to delivery of the Special Projects for Youth Scheme funding through the agency of the VEC.

8 The support of WYC (CWVEC) will be publicly acknowledged by the youth organisation in all publicity and promotional materials.
